This intensive course offers students a unique opportunity to receive personalized attention and elevate their 

individual writing skills. Junior students will analyze sample short stories and craft an original narrative based 

on a specific theme, while Senior students will explore various essays and generate their own pieces based on 

assigned genres.

At the end of the workshop, every student’s final piece will be submitted to the prestigious CFGL(Centre for Future 
Global Leaders) Writing Competition in April.

Results: 1st through 5th place winners will be oƾcially announced on the CFGL website.
Awards: Winners will receive an oƾcial Certificate of Achievement from CFGL.
